Are you thinking about becoming a Parish Councillor?  There is still time to get your nomination form, available from the Clerk, to Tewkesbury Borough Council by 12 noon on Monday 4th April.
At March’s meeting Cllr Awford reported that extra money is being made available to the County Council for repairing potholes.  He was following up the current poor condition of our cycle path and a suggestion that a cattle grid is installed.  Cllr Davies noted that there was to be no increase in the Borough’s tax and that he and Cllr Watkins had attended a neighbourhood panel police meeting.  The Clerk as usual had a variety of correspondence, including a street trading request for our local ice cream vendor, details of the vibrant village competition, which Council decided not to enter this year, and a letter requesting a grant for the new Chestnut Club, to which they agreed a sum of £100.  
The Council is looking to install two village signs and had received a quotation from a local blacksmith which was accepted.  Hopefully there will not be too much red tape involved in getting these erected.  The first part of the footpath is to be installed at the end of the month leading from the corner of Piper’s Grove to the bus shelter.  Thanks again to all of those residents who have given a donation towards this project.  We now have a licence from the Borough Council so are hoping for a successful grant application for the long stretch from Williams Orchard to the playing field.
At this month’s meeting we will be saying goodbye to our Chairman Roger Hanbury after 16½ years on the Council and 14 as Chairman.  Roger has overseen many improvements to the village and his strong guiding hand will be greatly missed.  We send him every good wish and many thanks.
