What does a Parish Council do? It provides a focus for the village to identify concerns and projects and attempts to solve them locally.  A Councillor is part of the most local level of government and listens to the views of residents and decisions are made as part of a team at council meetings held 10 times a year.
What has Highnam’s PC achieved in the last 4 years? With valuable assistant from many residents we have:
· Established a site for allotments

· Restarted the village community day

· Provided grant money for refurbishment of the Parish Room

· Co-ordinated a litter picking team 

· Provided additional car parking for the church and community centre
· Provided a new recreation ground

· Refurbished the bus shelters  
· Provided additional litter and dog waste bins

· Obtained planning permission for a footpath around Oakridge
There are 9 seats available in Highnam. Do you feel you can contribute to village life and would like to become part of this team for the next 4 years? Then you need to make sure you are on the electoral register and complete a nomination paper and consent to nomination form.  These are available from the Clerk and have to be returned to Tewkesbury Borough Council between Monday 28th March and noon on Tuesday 5th April.
The Annual Parish Meeting is on Thursday 24th March at 7.30pm in the Parish Room.  If you want to know more about the work of the Parish Council then this is your opportunity to come and listen to annual reports from Parish, Borough and County Councillors, our local police officer and to ask questions about the village and find out more about becoming a councillor.
