There was a good response to a request for residents’ views on the possibility of placing a dog control order on the recreation ground with 8 being against and 6 being for an order. At its January meeting Council decided that before restrictions were considered public awareness of the problem should be raised.  It has therefore produced the leaflet that is being delivered with your Link and will be looking at supplying additional dog waste bins around the village.  

During 2010 the Parish Council, with the help of volunteers from the Community, took a look at the Parish Plan. The intention was to see what had been achieved since the plan was launched in 2006 and see if there were any new initiatives that residents of the Parish wanted added.

Much has been achieved from the original list of 34 objectives. 14 (41%) of them have been fully achieved, 16 (47%) are still ongoing and only 4 (11%) have been abandoned as impossible. 

A number of events have been used to seek new objectives and some have emerged. These have now been incorporated into the plan and the revised list is shown below. Some of the objectives are being pursued by the Parish Council; others need volunteers to come forward to develop them. If anyone has anything else they would like to see added to the list, or is willing to volunteer to help with taking ideas forward would they please get in touch with the Parish Clerk.
