Highnam Parish Plan

In 2006 every household in Highnam was sent a questionnaire which asked them to comment on what they liked about Highnam, what they didn’t like and what they wished to see happen to maintain and improve life in the Parish. 71% of the questionnaires were returned and their analysis resulted in the Parish Plan which was launched in May 2007.

Following the launch a number of action groups were set up to take the various sections of the plan forward. These groups identified a total of 34 separate objectives which were all based on the results of the survey. To date 14 (41%) of those objectives have been fulfilled, a further 18 (52%) are still in progress and 4 (11%) have been found to be impossible for various reasons. This is excellent progress and all those involved deserve congratulations for their public spirited work. 

Three years have now passed since the launch and it is time to refresh the process. In 2006 we received a generous grant from Tewkesbury Borough Council to fund the Plan. This time, with the difficult economic climate, there is not much money available so we will have to manage by other means. There will not be another detailed survey as these are expensive to arrange and analyse. Instead, with the active help of the Gloucestershire Rural Community Council, a sub committee of the Parish Council has been set up and our main task is to find out what people think. Clubs and organisations will be approached to canvass the views of their members, the aid of the School will be enlisted and information posted on the Parish Council Website. These efforts will culminate at the Community Fun Day on June 20th when the Parish Council stand will be given over to refreshing the Parish Plan. We hope to publicise the successes so far, explain what is still going on and give everyone a chance to express their opinion. 

We shall be looking for new ideas, new suggestions for projects and new volunteers so if there is something that you’ve always thought “they ought to do something about” now is your chance. We can’t guarantee that every wish can be fulfilled but if you tell us your ideas we can at least consider them, so please give it some thought and pass on any ideas you may have.
