The good news is that the play area is nearing completion, it is not however open yet. Most of the equipment has been installed but we are waiting for the landscaping including the turfing to be done. The equipment also needs to be Rospa certified so that we know it is completely safe. We would therefore ask you to please discourage anyone from using the play area for the time being.  We hope to be opening the play area by mid - March but it will depend on the weather. 
Cllrs Phil Awford and Derek Davies have started a ‘Highways start Listening’ campaign to press for the removal of the white hatchings on the A40.  Highnam Parish Council would like to see either an improvement to the visibility splay at Linton Lodge, or traffic lights for the residents to exit safely.  The current hold-ups result in increased traffic in Highnam with motorists using Two Mile Lane as a rat run to avoid the queues.
