Our main news is of course that the new recreation ground is now open for business.  Further details on the official opening are elsewhere in The Link.  We are hugely grateful to Cllrs Ana Campbell and Mark McGillion and their team of Lucy Pritchard, Louise Tilstone and Jane Bottomley who have driven this project, resulting in such a splendid facility for the village.  What a pleasure to see it being so well used during the Easter holidays, thank you so much.
Our next project is to provide a footpath around the spine road, as requested in the Parish Plan.  Council has accepted a quotation for a rolled stone path – similar to the cycle path – but funding will be a challenge with 3 large organisations already saying they cannot help us.  Our quote is for £17.23 a linear metre; could you sponsor a length of path for us?  Walking around Oakridge is a popular past time and any contribution would be gratefully accepted.
Highnam is very lucky to have an excellent network of country footpaths and the booklet Walking around Highnam identifies 19 paths and 5 circular walks.  It is for sale in the Post Office for £2.  With the nettle season almost upon us we are again asking if walkers could help us keep these paths clear; there is a petrol strimmer available to borrow if needed.  However, you may be disabled and have difficulty accessing the tarmaced paths around the village in which case please let the Clerk know.
