At its October meeting, Ana Campbell was co-opted to fill the existing vacancy.  Ana is one of the driving forces in the Recreation Ground Project and her input and enthusiasm will be a welcome addition to the Council.  With one new Member joining another has left. Cllr Jeanette Bates has said good-bye due to pressure of work commitments and Council thanks her for her contribution over the last 4 years.
The tender documents for the play area have been received and public meetings held in October to determine which play manufacturer the community want to use. The exciting news is that we are coming to the action phase of our project and very soon we should be able to see our new play area taking shape. It is hoped that the new playground will be ready in time for Christmas.
Following a meeting with Gloucestershire Highways, it is hoped to improve the drainage along the B4215 and clear gutters and pavements of weeds.  Council is also concerned that there has been no landscaping along the A40 after the roadworks and is following this up with the Highways Agency.  
Two new dog waste bins have been installed, one in Little Lancarridge and the other on the footpath running up to the school.  The Council is looking at its budget for the next financial year and considering new projects.
