September Notes

· At the meeting Council co-opted The Rev’d Pam Kemp to fill the casual vacancy left by Roger Head.  Pam is a welcome addition and will be concentrating particularly on the welfare of all our residents.
· Barry Embling from the RSPB gave the Council an interesting update on Highnam Woods with a summary of their work and plans for the future.  Whilst the number of nightingales is decreasing, the wood is a good breeding ground for other birds, bats and great crested newts.  

· The B4215 is to be resurfaced through the village on 18th – 22nd Oct.  Watch the web-site and noticeboard for details of any road closures.
· Rosie Woolley from the Gloucestershire Wildlife Trust is proposing that some hedges around the village be left to grow to 2m high and made A shape - wide at the bottom tapered to the top and then cut every two years. One side would be cut one year, the other the next to allow fruit to grow, this would be a huge benefit to wildlife and bring more birds, butterflies, bats etc into Highnam. If you have any thoughts on this please let the Clerk know.  Rosie and her team have started the hedge project in the village to identify the different species that form them.
· First Aid training is being offered by St John Ambulance who are looking to work with community groups within the parish.  A discount will be offered of 12 places for the price of 10 on each course.  Fees start at £25.50 + VAT for a 3hr Emergency Life Support Adult course.  Please contact Jim Jones on 01452 858227 if your group is interested in this.
· The Parish Plan sub-committee did not get sufficient responses to prioritise issues raised at the various meetings. (The Good News is that the majority of residents must therefore happy with Highnam and its facilities!) However, they will still be looking for residents to lead the various action groups and the budget for these will be put to the Finance & Scrutiny committee who are meeting in October.
