Street Lighting   After discussion with the Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinators, it is proposed to go ahead with a trial of Part Time Operation of Street Lighting in the parish.  Between 30% and 50% of existing street lights (excluding main traffic routes) will be switched off between midnight and 5.30-am.  Other street lights will remain operating in sensitive areas which will be agreed with the County Council.  This is in support of the County Council’s carbon reduction initiative.  There may the need for fine tuning but requests for the reinstatement of individual streetlights will be given urgent attention.   
Play Strategy Tewkesbury Borough Council has received funding for its Play Strategy, including a Play Ranger Project.  Highnam will be one of the parishes to benefit from this which will include play workers delivering a programme of play, sports, arts, and traditional games, multi-cultural and environmental activities to a target group of 8 – 16 year olds.  Two play workers will deliver 9 weeks of holiday activities per year during the 3 year programme.  There will be support for the rest of the year, including after-school and winter school holiday sessions.

A40 A letter from InterRoute informs the parish that work between Highnam and Over will start on 1st April and is expected to last for 26 weeks.  It is proposed to provide a contra-flow arrangement during the works, which will allow a single lane of traffic in each direction through the works.
