This is to be held on Wednesday 12th March in the Gambier Parry Hall from 3pm – 9pm.  
At the Council meeting in February it was agreed to start a programme of refurbishment of the bus shelters, starting with the one opposite Wetherleigh Drive.  The Allotment Association reported that they are hoping to place a storage container at the site.  The budget for the next year was approved and payments were made for the refurbishment of the Parish Room.  This is now nearly finished and has transformed the Parish Room with a new a kitchen, lavatories, black out blinds, curtains, all finished off with fresh paintwork and varnished floor. The Annual Parish meeting is to be held there on Thursday 3rd April at 7.45pm, so make a note of the date and take the opportunity to come along and admire the work.
