Great news! You can now recycle more types of paper as part of the kerbside and neighbourhood collection scheme. In a direct response to resident's enquiries, Tewkesbury Borough Council is pleased to announce that the types of paper recycled at the kerbside and in the recycling banks has been extended. With pressure to meet a 40% recycling target by 2010, items which can now be recycled along with newspapers, magazines and white paper are Yellow Pages, telephone directories, all sizes of catalogues and brochures, junk mail and brown envelopes. 

However, the Borough Council stresses the importance of making sure that contaminating items are not included with the paper. This includes the plastic wrapping in which some catalogues are wrapped and also the free items given away with junk mail such as pens, DVDs, CDs. If you need an additional recycling box, please contact the Borough Council on 01684 295010.
At its meeting in April, Council received a report of litter and dog waste on the footpath behind Brimsome Meadow.  There are a number of dog waste and litter bins provided around the village and bags for dog waste disposal are available free from the Post Office.  Council is grateful to its litter warden and volunteers who keep a constant look-out and ask that residents do not make their job any harder by inconsiderate littering.  
The Council has received a kind offer of help to raise money for playground equipment.  It will also be applying to TBC for a grant, and looking into other sources that may be available for a youth shelter.
