Following a request from PCSO Hardy, Council agreed to have extra 30mph warning signs 
placed around Oakridge.  Action: Clerk

The Clerk had received an e-mail from PCSO Phil Hardy who had been contacted by a 
resident regarding car parking issues and the cobble stones at the entrance to side roads 
on the Lovell development.  PCSO Hardy was aware of these issues and had replied to the 
resident.


Cllr R Keene requested that the footpath leading to the Golf Course be extended.  It was 
agreed to raise these items with Scott Macaulay-Lowe from Glos CC at the meeting on 10th 
March.
9.
Grounds - To approve expenditure on the refurbishment of bus shelters.

Cllr S Martin presented a report on the current state of the bus shelters, together with a 
quotation for their repair/replacement, attached to minutes.  The cost of replacement, 
£1,500 was well below that for prices for new shelters that begin at around £4,000.  It was 
therefore agreed to replace the shelter opposite Wetherleigh Drive first, using money 
available in this year’s contingency if needed.  Further repairs would be carried out 
depending on 
money available in next year’s budget.

Cllr Davies agreed to check with the Borough Council if planning would be required for the 
work.  Cllrs R Head and D Nelson agreed to meet with Cllr S Martin on site to discuss 
specifications.
