5. County Councillor’s Report

Cllr Awford was liaising with the Highways Department during the roadworks.  He is sitting 
on the Scrutiny Inquiry into last year’s floods.  Management of traveller sites will be the 
responsibility of the County Council from 1st August, the majority are still within 
Tewkesbury BC.  
6. District Councillor’s Report


Cllr Davies reported on the Regional Spatial Strategy that sets pitch numbers for both 
permanent and transient traveller populations throughout the South West.  He also 
noted the Regulation of Investigatory Powers Act that could be implemented for the 
investigation of benefit fraud.  The Borough Council is currently 
seeking a new Chief 
Executive in its own right.

Highways  

Cllr Awford reported that Jenny Wilks is once again the stakeholder manager for the area.  
He agreed to contact her on the following issues;
· Potholes at the junction of Lassington Lane and the B4215, the surface has deteriorated since the retexturing.
· The possibility of retaining the weight limit once the road works are finished.  Council wanted this to be a high profile campaign and he advised that it might be necessary to start a petition.
· The surface of Two Mile Lane was causing concern and needed to be monitored.


Cllr Nelson was afraid that once the slip road onto the B4215 was closed, large vehicles 
turning left would be a hazard to traffic coming towards Gloucester.  It was felt that overall 
signage on the roadworks was confusing, particularly the speed limit signs.  Action: Clerk
