District Councillor Derek Davies reported on restructuring at Tewkesbury BC.  Good news is that there will be improved recycling arrangements with new bins and food caddies.  County Councillor Phil Awford was urged by the chairman to concentrate of three areas of concern in the village, the hatchings on the A40, Two Mile Lane and the proposed resurfacing of the B4215 through the village.  
The Clerk gave a short financial report for the year and reminded everyone that the books could be viewed during the audit period.

Cllr Mike Heenan updated the meeting on the Parish Plan which is due to be ‘refreshed’ this year.  Of the original 34 objectives 12 are now complete, 19 are in progress and 3 have not yet been tackled.  The Gloucestershire Rural Community Council will guide the council through the process.  

Cllr Ana Campbell reported on the playground’s progress, with an official opening fixed for 16th May.  She was thanked for her excellent work.  

David Slinger gave his annual report for the William Andrew’s Foundation, a charitable body which makes educational grants.

Our current project is to provide a footpath around Oakridge, requested by a large number of residents in the Parish Plan.  Funding is being sought and half the proceeds of this year’s community day will be put towards the scheme.  Thanks were given to Jo Storey was organising this excellent day which will be held again on Sunday 20th June.  

Other activities in the village include HARPS, the day centre for elderly residents that meets once a month and is organised by Doreen Whisson and the Neighbourhood Watch scheme led by Steve Doyle.  The contribution of Rob Hainsworth and his team at Tewkesbury in maintaining our open spaces was noted, as was the work of our litter picking team and the splendid allotments that continue to flourish.  We are planning to use our winnings from last year’s Village of the Year to design and erect a village sign.

The Council agreed to write in support of the funding of PC Howard who is a County Council funded officer.

Chairman Roger Hanbury gave his usual comprehensive report on all the activities through the year.  There were a number of notable achievements.  First was the completion of the new car park under the watchful eye of Roger Head, providing a substantial enhancement to the current facilities.  The recreation ground project was nearing completion and the parish now has a playground it can be proud of, thanks to the sub-committee lead by Ana Campbell and Mark McGillion.  During 2009 there was the compilation of a photographic archive of village life led by Bob Train.  Over a February weekend many villagers enjoyed an extensive exhibition of life in 2009, compiled by nearly 50 contributors who generated a library of 2000 images.  These were displayed alongside historical documents, photographs and records from local residents, the Parish Council, WI, Highnam Players and Gloucestershire Archives.
